Considering that the course project attached to the aforementioned Decree identifies the members of the Board of Professors of the Master in accordance with the provisions included in art. 8, 2nd paragraph of the “Regulations on University Master courses and Advanced educational courses”;
Considering that the University Board of Governors, in its 19/07/2016 meeting, approved the proposal to establish and activate the Master, following a positive feedback provided both by the Academic Senate in its 19/07/2016 meeting and by the Performance Evaluation Group on 07/07/2016;
Considering the Rector’s Decree no. 1192 29/07/2016, approving the creation of the 2nd-Level University Master in “Data Science”, proposed by the Department of Engineering of the Università degli Studi di Perugia - A.Y. 2016/2017, in accordance with both the course project and the Didactic Regulations, attached to the aforementioned D.R. 1192/2016, and that the members of the Board of Professors of the Master have been identified;
Considering the note issued by the Master Coordinator on 08.09.2016;
DECREES
Art. 1

Number of participants
The application procedure for the admission to the 2nd-Level Master in “Data Science”, A.Y. 2016/2017 – Department of Engineering of the Università degli Studi di Perugia is now open, in accordance with its terms and conditions. 
The aforementioned Master will have a duration of one year and award 65 educational credits. It aims at providing students with specific knowledge pertaining to the fields of Engineering, Computer Sciences, Mathematics, Physics, Economics and Statistics.
The profession of Data Scientist is an emerging one within both the European and international job market, and many companies are already defining its profile, in accordance with the real necessities of their respective business fields.
Knowledge and theoretical-operational skills that are to be acquired at the end of the course include in-depth analysis of specific strategic business fields, such as:
Finance

Energy & Utilities

Telco

Social & Media

Industry/Manufacturing

Services
The 2nd-Level Master in Data Science aims at training a strategic professional figure currently in high demand, that is to say an expert in the definition of business strategies in the aforementioned sectors who must also be able to operate effectively within the following areas:

Engineering

Computer Science

Mathematics and Statistics

Economics and Management

Communication and Marketing

The description of the professional figure trained by the Master degree courses is based on the extension of the profile as defined by the IWA Italy Chapter, in accordance with the update of the definition by the European Competence Framework for Web Profiles.
More specifically, the Data Scientist is here defined as the professional in charge of collecting, analyzing, processing, disseminating and visualizing organizational quantitative or quantifiable data for analytical, predictive or strategic purposes.
The Data Scientist professional is in charge of identifying, collecting, preparing, validating, analyzing and interpreting data pertinent to different organizational activities in order to extract information (either summarized or derived from analysis), also through the development of predictive models to generate advanced organizational knowledge systems.
Thanks to in-depth knowledge of the pertinent business and/or of the organization mission, he/she is in charge of defining and accessing data sources to support and develop a specific management procedure; selects the most suitable and effective methods and models to guide business strategies, develops future guidelines and operational plans; abstracts from the collected information and, through this process, generates guidelines and development plans to support the management tactical and strategic decisions, with a particular focus on the issues related to the summarized representation and visualization of the available  information.

The professional profile also includes interpersonal and organizational skills, thereby including communication, leadership, teamwork and team management, as well as creativity, organizational flexibility of both activities and schedules, an inclination towards problem solving, creation of value and business acumen.
Participation in the course is limited to a maximum of 30 students.

The minimum number of participants is 10.

Auditors can enroll in the Master up to a maximum of 20% on the number of total participants. Auditors will only be awarded a participation certificate.
If the minimum financing quota of € 40.000,00 is not reached within the enrolment deadline of the call for applications, the minimum number of participants will be increased up to the break-even point of the minimum quota required to cover the operating costs of the Master.
Art. 2 

Admission requirements
In accordance with the Didactic regulations of the Master, admission to the Master is open to all candidates possessing a Master’s Degree or equivalent academic title. For graduates possessing Master’s Degrees in Information and Industrial Engineering (Classes from LM-20 to LM-22 and from LM25 to LM-34), Computer Sciences (LM-18), Mathematics (LM-40), Physics (LM-17) and Statistics (LM-83), enrolment is to be automatically granted within the limit of the aforementioned maximum number of allowed participants. For graduates in Degrees pertinent to other Classes, the Governing Board, following an oral interview and pertinent orientation, is to ascertain the suitability of the candidate’s cultural profile with regard to his/her enrolment in the Master.

Candidates who have foreign academic qualifications, must present, directly to this University and together with the application, a copy of their academic qualification, along with the official and notarized translation in Italian with the pertinent “Dichiarazione di Valore” (Declaration of Academic Value), issued by the Italian Consulate or Diplomatic Representation in the country where the degree has been awarded.
Candidates can also hire local translators and have the translation notarized by the competent Italian Consulate or Diplomatic Representation. If in Italy, they can contact the local Court or official translators.
Art. 3

Admission applications
The admission application to the Call for applications must be made on the provided form (that is to be notarized by applying a €16,00 revenue stamp) as a Self Certification/Self-Declared Affidavit, in accordance with art. 46 and 47 of D.P.R. 445/2000, by using the attached form (Annex “A”), duly filled out and signed. The form and all the required documentation has to be sent to the Magnifico Rettore of the University of Perugia - Piazza dell’Università n.1 – 06123 – Perugia and must arrive, on penalty of exclusion, by the final deadline of 14.11.2016.

Candidates can select one of the following methods for submitting the application and the required documentation:

Any documentation received from a non-certified electronic address or sent to another university email address; similarly, documents sent in formats other than PDF, will not be accepted; in the subject line of the email the candidate’s last and first name must be specified, as well as the identification number of the Call for applications (D.R. no. ……….); - (Please note: in order to avoid transmission issues the application pack must be sent in one single email, all Pdf files must be scanned in black and white (low resolution) and the total size of the email must not exceed 20 MB. Only for candidates submitting the application while residing abroad:

Please be advised that, in order to be accepted, all applications must be received by the abovementioned final deadline and that the protocol registration stamp will be the only proof and evidence of the application arrival at the Protocol Office of our University. Therefore, all applications (and pertinent documentation) received after the abovementioned deadline, will not be considered, even if posted beforehand.

In the application, filled out using the form included in Annex “A”, candidates must declare:

-  Their personal data and address;

- The possession of the degree required for admission to the Master, in accordance with art. 2 of the present Call;

-  Their citizenship;

-  That they have full political and civil rights;

- That they give full consent, should the Administration receive motivated request to access the records and official documents regarding the present procedure and the undersigned is the person against whom the request is made, to being sent, in digital form via email, at the email address indicated in the present application and in accordance with article 3 of the D.P.R. 184/2006, the copy of the request for access, withstanding the possibility to challenge, with a rightful motivation, said request, also by email, within 10 days after having received the afore-mentioned communication;
- That they accept all of the terms and conditions included within the Call for Applications.
- Candidates who have a recognized disability, in accordance with Law 104/1992 and subsequent modifications and integrations and who, with reference to this disability, require specific equipment or aids during the test, as well as those candidates affected by specific learning disabilities, according to Law 170/2010, must present a written request, on penalty of losing the related benefits, by specifying in their application the type of disability as well as the specific aid required and also by attaching to the application, within the same deadline and either in original or notarized copy, suitable documentation stating that the disability has been formally recognized by the official authorities in charge. Candidates with certified Specific Learning Disabilities will be granted a 30% additional time when taking the admission tests.
To avoid exclusion, the application must be signed (handwritten signature) without notarization, in front of the appointed clerk at the moment of submission, or signed (handwritten signature – no notarization of the signature is required) and presented along with a photocopy of a currently valid identity document. If the identity document has expired, in accordance with art. 45 of D.P.R. 445/2000, the candidate will have to write a declaration on the photocopy itself, stating that the information on the identity document has not changed since its date of issuance.

This sum will not be reimbursed under any circumstances whatsoever.

The pertinent receipt of payment must be attached to the application for this Call for applications;
The following documents must be enclosed with the application:

a) photocopy of a valid identity document;

b) receipt of payment of € 60,00 as well as receipt of payment of €16,00 (if applicable, in order to fulfil foreign candidates’ obligation to apply a Revenue stamp to the application);
c) Curriculum vitae (Resume) filled out using the attached Annex “B”, in which the candidate’s qualifications that have to undergo evaluation during the selection process (see art. 4 of this Call) must be detailed.
Please note: In order to properly fill out the application and submit the required documents for admission to the present Call as well as to evaluate the candidate’s qualifications, all Self-Certification Statements, in accordance with art. 46 of D.P.R. 445/2000 (with which personal status, qualities and the listed facts, in strict accordance to art. 46, can be declared) as well as Self-declared Affidavits in accordance with art. 47 of D.P.R. 445/2000 (with which personal status/data and facts that the candidates are aware of can be declared, as well as the conformity of the photocopy with the original of a document, a publication, an academic degree, or a service certificate) can be validly submitted in accordance with art. 3 of D.P.R. 445/2000, by Italian citizens and by citizens of the European Union; citizens of Non-European Union Countries who are legally residing in Italy can use Self-Certification Statements and Self-Declared Affidavits in accordance with articles 46 and 47 limitedly to personal conditions, qualities and certifiable (or verifiable by Italian public officials) facts, provided that the laws or regulations regarding immigration and the foreigner’s condition do not provide otherwise and also that the use of Self-certification Statements and Self-Declared Affidavits be authorized through international agreements between Italy and the country of origin and within the limits and terms of these conditions. 

Art. 4
Selection procedures 
Should the maximum number of participants exceed the limit, the admission selection will be performed by means of an individual admission test and by taking into account and verifying the candidates’ qualifications.



The admission test is to focus on:
· Basic Computer skills and programming,
· Linux and Windows operating systems,
· Probability calculus,
· Individual specialized skills

Should this be the case, the aforementioned test interview is to take place on November 21, 2016, at 9 am, at the Department of Engineering of the Università degli Studi di Perugia, Via Duranti, 93 – Perugia.
To be allowed to sit the test, candidates must present one of the following forms of identity document: identity card, passport, driver’s license, nautical license, pension book, thermal management system operating license, firearms license, other ID (Identification Document) cards provided that they show a photograph and a seal (or other equivalent stamp) and were issued by a governmental administration.

The above documents must be valid and not expired.

If a candidate presents a proof of identity that has expired, the ID must nevertheless be presented and the candidate will be required to sign a photocopy of it, declaring that the information in the ID has not changed since its date of issuance.
Art. 5
Communications
On 18.11.2016, an announcement will be published on the on-line official University Bullettin Board, at www.unipg.it/ under: concorsi - accesso corsi numero programmato – Master), with the following information:
1. Notice that the minimum number of applications (that is to say 10) has been reached, with the list of admitted candidates;

2. The list of candidates who have been admitted to the selection (if the number of candidates exceeds 30);
3. Confirmation or variation of the date of the oral admission test (if applicable); 

4. The list of candidates who have been excluded from the selection, whether for lack of the necessary requirements or for not having presented their application in compliance with the required terms and modalities. The period for possible litigations will start to run from the date of publication of said announcement on the official University Bulletin Board (60 days for Administrative action and 120 for those actions addressed to the President of the Republic, respectively);

4. The Commission in charge of the selection;

5. The postponement in the publication of the abovementioned communications or any other announcements pertaining to the Master (if applicable).

Enrolment
The enrolment fee for this Master has been determined to be € 3.000,00 (three thousand Euros). 

The enrolment fee for auditors in this Master has been determined to be € 500,00 (five hundred Euros).
Admitted participants will have to send the enrolment form, to be notarized by applying a € 16,00 Revenue stamp, by 1pm of 2.12.2016, on penalty of exclusion from all enrolment rights, using one of the following methods:

Art. 7
Educational activities – Correspondent credits - Attendance
The duration of the Master Degree course, for the title to be awarded, is 1625 hours, structured as follows: 380 hours of didactic activities, of which 308 for frontal lessons thereby including 42 hours for seminars, also by means of FAD learning aimed to student workers and students residing elsewhere, plus 72 hours of laboratory classes, 870 hours for individual activities, 225 for internships and 150 hours for the final essay; 
Following the fulfilment of the objectives and the acquisition of the required knowledge, as well as of the pertinent operational and relational abilities, 65 university educational credits are to be awarded.
In particular, the allocation of the educational credits is as follows:

50 educational credits for frontal educational activity, assisted and laboratory activity as well as individual study;

9 credits for the internship and 6 credits for the essay and final test.

The educational activities of the Master’s Degree course are to be structured in modules, in accordance with the program.

No credits will be awarded for examinations that have been taken during the student’s previous academic career.
At the end of the course, candidates who have fulfilled both formal and substantial duties, will have to take, in front of a Commission composed by Professors of the Master’s and approved by the Board of Professors, a final test organized as follows: presentation and discussion of a professional training project work that has been carried out at a company or organization among those having a partnership agreement with the Università degli Studi di Perugia; description of both its expected impact and expected results with regard to business strategy; discussion on methodological contents and on the possible business intelligence and technology alternatives.
Those candidates who successfully pass the final examination will be awarded the University Degree title of 2nd-Level Master in “DATA SCIENCE”, signed by the Rector of the Università degli Studi di Perugia and earn the corresponding 65 CFU.
The 9 educational credits pertaining to the internship, along with the 6 credits awarded for the Master’s thesis, can also be acquired at partner institutions.
Students must mandatorily attend a minimum of 75% of the classroom, laboratory and internship activities. Awarding of the credits is dependent on the verification of the acquired competences as well as of the student’s attendance. The student’s hours of absence cannot be pertinent to a single module. Students who do not meet the attendance requirements or who have not taken the final examination within the date fixed by the Board of Professors will be considered, to all purposes, dropouts. 
Art. 8
Personal data processing
In accordance with art. 13 of the legislative decree 30.6.2003, no. 196, the personal data provided for by candidates will be collected by the University of Perugia, for the purposes of this selection, entered into an electronic database and processed, also after enrolment, for the related purposes of managing the course. 
Applicants must submit their data in order for the Selection Commission to evaluate them, and failure to do so will result in exclusion from the selection. 

Candidates maintain the rights as per art. 7 of the above-mentioned legislative decree no. 196/2003 and, in particular, to gain access to their personal data, to request modifications, updates or deletion if the aforementioned data are incomplete, incorrect, or have been obtained in violation of the Law, as well as to challenge its processing for legitimate reasons, by presenting an official request to the Università degli Studi di Perugia.
