Literature review - The occupational safety and health of cleaning workers 19.10.2009
This report provides an overview of the most important issues related to occupational safety
and health (0OSH) for cleaning workers in terms of working conditions, risks and prevalence of
exposures and health outcomes, and identifies information gaps and challenges. Cleaning
includes a broad range of activities performed in different work environments across all
zectors.

Report OSH in figures: stress at work — one of the biggest 0SH challenges in Europe 01.10.2009
Stress is the second most frequently reported work-related health problem, affecting 229 of
workers from the EU 27. Studies suggest that stress is a factor in between 50% and 60% of
all lost working days. This represents a huge cost in terms of both human distress and
impaired economic performance.
