Veterinary Medicine

At the end of the 18th Century there were at least two doctors in Perugia that dealt with Veterinary isses: Annibale Mariotti and Giovanni Angelo Cocchi. In 1824, as in the other “secondary” Universities of the Papal State, a two-year course for second-class veterinarians was instituted at the University of Perugia. Only with the annexation of Perugia to the Kingdom of Italy in 1860, did a new order for Faculties and university courses come about. In 1862-1863, the Faculty of Medicine was comprised of three courses including a three-year course in Veterinary Medicine. In 1864, a School of Higher Learning in Veterinary Medicine was finally established and lessons were shared with the Faculty of Medicine and Human Surgery and, completed by those lessons given by the head Professor of Agriculture.  In 1896, a strong thrust was given to the evolution of the Veterinary School with the arrival of Eugenio Aruch, head Professor of Pathology and Clinical Medicine and director of Clinical Surgery. On the 22nd of May 1898, as a matter of fact, the official inauguration of the veterinary clinics. Lastly, in 1924, the Veterinary School became a university faculty and with Giovanni Battista Caradonna serving as its first Dean.
